Summary 

We see that Jesus is the Lord of all, and that, in practice, this truth means that he is the one who 

controls the life of the true Christian. You cannot think about being a Christian without bowing 

before Jesus, and surrendering the control of your life into his hands. Nobody can become a 

Christian without deciding to obey Him. The Christian's goal is to be like him and obedient to him 

in everything. But remember the high price Jesus paid to be your Lord. He gave his life for you 

and now requires that you live for him.

Summary 

For you to leave behind the world of sin and become a Christian, you must hear and understand 



the good news of Jesus Christ. Believe that Jesus is the Son of God who lived a sinless life, died 

on the cross in your place, and then rose from the dead on the third day. You must repent of your 

sins, deciding sincerely that you are going to live in submission to the Lord Jesus. You must 

confess Him as Lord and be baptized (immersed) in water, in the name of Jesus Christ for the 

forgiveness of your sins. By doing this, you begin the Christian life, free of the fear of God's 

punishment and secure in the hope of eternal life in Christ. Stop now and reflect on your need to 

become a Christian.

1. 1 John 1:5-7 - “This is the message we have heard from him and declare to you: God is light; in 

him there is no darkness at all.  If we claim to have fellowship with him yet walk in the darkness, 

we lie and do not live by the truth.  But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have 

fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.”

Even 



so no one knows the things of God except the Spirit of God.”

Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them 

in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, teaching them to observe all 

things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.’

Mark 1:14-15 Jesus came to Galilee, preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God, and saying, 

"The time is fulfilled, and the kingdom of God is at hand. Repent, and believe in the gospel."   

Matthew 6:33-34 “But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things 

shall be added to you.   Therefore, do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about 

its own things.

Romans 6:16-19 “Do you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you are 

that one's slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to 

righteousness?
